Minutes
The inaugural meeting of the new GSPH Alumni was called to order by Art Meyers.  Art welcomed all and self introductions were made.  Diane Barragan was not present at the start of the meeting so her agenda item (#1) was tabled.  Since Rofiee was present, it was decided to start the meeting with agenda item #3.

Agenda Item #3 – Management of e-mail list
Rofiee discussed the GsphAlum@mailman.sdsu.edu mailing list.  General information about the mailing list is available at http://mailman.sdsu.edu/mailman/listinfo/gsphalum.  The goal of the mailing list is to promote and expand relationships among GSPH alumni, faculty and current students.  Once anyone subscribes to the list serve, any postings received through e-mail will go through a moderator(s) to pre-screen all e-mails before posting.  Currently, the list is managed by Rofiee and Walter Hayhow, GSPH.

It was requested that eventually, posting guidelines and criteria should be developed by the Alumni Association and the moderator responsibility should become the responsibility one of the members of the Association.  Rofiee and Walter will continue to be moderators until someone else is appointed or volunteers.

Diane said that as Alumni join the SDSU and GSPH Alumni Associations, she will send the names to Rofiee so he can group load these names onto the list serve.  Diane said that she can add verbiage to the SDSU Alumni website about joining the GSPH Alumni Association and the availability of the list serve.  Ann volunteered to work with Roifee to draft the language.

Agenda Item #1 – Diane Barragan to discuss policies and procedures

Diane discussed the responsibilities of the SDSU Alumni Association and the services that she provides for the GSPH as Chapter Coordinator.  Diane and the SDSU Alumni Association handles all of the accounting.  Annual membership for the SDSU Alumni Association is $45 and an additional $5 for the GSPH Chapter.  $10 of the $45 membership, along with the $5 Chapter dues will come to the GSPH.  Diane will send out notices when memberships are due, along with letters from the Alumni Association President.  Additionally, members will receive e-newsletters.  Annual membership or life membership will allow reduced admission to alumni events.

Diane said that we automatically have $350 as a new chapter.  All requests for reimbursement require the submittal of the original receipt.

Agenda Item #2 – Museum event logistics
Art discussed the upcoming GSPH Alumni Event on Wednesday, November 30 at 5:00 PM.  The event is a private museum tour of the exhibit “Only Skin Deep:  Changing Visions of the American Self”.  The tour will be conduced by the Director of the Museum of Photographic Arts, Arthur Ollman.  The event will begin with a wine and cheese reception at the Museum of Photographic Arts, on the Prado at Balboa Park.  Following the reception, the tour will take place in both the Museum of Photographic Arts and the Museum of Art.

The Alumni Chapter officers were encouraged to assist with advertising the event.  Art prepared a flier for the event which he will e-mail to all present at this meeting for distribution.

The following is a list of tasks and assignments for this event.

· On November 25th, Florencia will let Chris know the number of reservations received for the event. 

· Chris Gonaver will purchase the wine (no 2-buck Chuck!) and cheese for the reception the week-end of the 26th of November and deliver to the MOPA the day before the event.

· Art stated that we would graciously pay the logistics expense for the MOPA.

· Museum personnel will set up two tables – one for the wine and cheese and one for information and application material.

· Chapter officers and staff will help Museum people set up tables.

· Diane will send Nick, a list of RSVPs and Chapter members for check-in purposes and payment collection before the event.

· Diane will bring the credit card verification machine from the SDSU Alumni Association to the Event for people who may want to join the Chapter or pay for the event by credit card and a receipt book though unlikely that we will need it for $5.00 receipts.  She will also bring stick on blank name tags for attendees to use and a couple of complimentary gifts for Speaker Ollman from SDSU Alumni.

· Florencia will post Event notice to gsphalum mailman, invite GSPH Student Council to Event, and will make up official like name tags for the Chapter Officers to wear that night.

· Lois will post flyer for the Event as a cultural division event to the website of the Company where she works.  Committee members were requested to post flyers or distribute them at their workplaces.

· Art will write thank you letters to Speaker and Museum will send money (check) from the event to Diana to be credited to Gsphalum chapter.
