Agenda Item #1 – Approval of Minutes

A class challenge was discussed.  We could identify some prospects so Carol could check giving potential.  The challenge could also encourage alumni to donate for the first time, as well as have them jump to a higher giving level.  The annual fund call center could be used.  For example, under one scenario the GSPH would put significant effort into boosting donations and be guaranteed of some percentage of the donations that year shared with the college after the usual percentages are removed for the Capital Campaign and call center fees.  Ann will meet with Carol and Brian to develop a plan for using the call center and talk to the Dean.
