Agenda Item #1 – Approval of Minutes
The GSPH Alumni Association meeting was called to order by Lois Kosiba.  Lois welcomed all and self introductions were made.  The minutes were approved as written.
Agenda Item #2 – Treasurer/Membership Committees
Nic reported that we have 56 members as of October – up 2 additional members.  Our current balance is $1,825, which includes $350 from the SDSU Alumni Association and $565 in receipts from the Kickoff event.  Still pending is payment of $591 for refreshments and decorations and $500 for the musicians.
Ann reported that the first list Diane Barragan sent a week or so ago for Mercedes to work from wasn't helpful.  Diane tried a second approach and today she and I discussed how to make that one more helpful.  We need to be assured that they're pulling the right names in addition to providing meaningful alumni membership status information before it's worth the time to pursue additional members.

Agenda Item #3 – Old Business
a. Paying of Bills from Treasury.  Discussion took place regarding payment of funds for the table skirt we had agreed to purchase.  Initially, Association members were going to contribute for payment; however it was decided to use Association funds to pay for this expense.

b. Critique of 25th Anniversary Kickoff.  Consensus is that the event was successful and provided a nice venue for folks to get together.  We felt that it would have added to the event if the event had been better attended.  Several people RSVP’d but did not attend.

To increase support from the students, it was discussed that member(s) of the Alumni Association should attend Student Council meetings and vice versa.

c. APHA Conference.  Al and Ann reported that the booth with table drape looked great.  The alumni/faculty/friends party at Cottonwood Cafe was attended by about 30 people.  Terrific food and everyone seemed to be enjoying themselves.  When I asked for a show of hands, only 2-3 were from the Boston area---one a guest---and one a student (+his wife) who Rick Gersberg and I know well and who I had contacted specifically about this because he lives in Boston now.   He's not an alumni chapter member and I urged everyone to join the chapter and stay in touch with us.  I will ask the CDLHN organizers for their RSVP list, since it also occurs to me these might be likely members if they aren't already and you could follow up.

Al suggested that SDSU Alumni Association brochures be brought to similar events in the future to distribute.  Next year’s conference will be in Washington, DC.
Agenda Item #4 – New Business

a. Travel/Study Conference for 2007.  The vision would be to have advertising information available for the Colloquium in April and to hold the event in 2008.  A discussion took place regarding this opportunity.  Options like sending out a survey to gauge interest as to type of trip, location, cost, travel distances were discussed.
Discussion settled on researching opportunities for a travel/study opportunity somewhere along the US/Mexico Border.  Chris offered to contact Paul Ganster at SDSU who is involved with border affairs to identify potential opportunities. 
b. Director’s update.  Incorporated above under Membership and APHA Conference.
c. Student/Alumni Association Networking.  Discussed above under Critique of Kickoff.
d. Website.  No discussion.
e. Other.  Al brought up the possibility of having a “cultural” event on Saturday following the “health” event during the April Colloquium.  Potential venue might be Balboa Park.  Al will bring up at the next 25th Anniversary planning committee meeting.
